PhotoStory 3
Creating a Video Slide-Show from Pictures


1. Collect a set of 5 to 8 pictures  (can use more but no more than 20)
a. Can be taken directly with a digital camera
b. Can be grabbed from a photo sharing site or other website
a) Remember to respect Intellectual Property

2. Open PhotoStory 3 on a Windows Computer and Start A New Story


3. Start by Inserting the Pictures into the PhotoStory
a. Begin a New Story
b. Import pictures
c. Arrange the order of the pictures as needed
d. May need to remove black borders, or rotate depending on picture set.
e. Add a Caption to the 1st picture in the Story
f. Add a voice narration to the Story  (use your own voice)
a) HINT – practice helps and so does a script!!
g. Add a Music Track to the Story  (use the built in music generator to insure no issues with copyright)
h. Set the volume as needed

4. Save the Story PROJECT!!!  -- this is critical if you ever want to edit it again
Please note where you save it!!

5. Save the STORY (video) – it has to render and then it can be previewed
Please note the filename and where you save it!!!

6. Make sure the final project is something you can transport on a flash drive or other device (or you have it on network or website you can access in class.  Be prepared to load and show your completed video (2 minute maximum)

7. BONUS – upload the video so it can play inside your Website
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
